It is called the Incense bamboo due to the smell released from the new canes if they are
rubbed. If you like cane rubbing and tall, bushy bamboo, then this is the one for you!

Golden bamboo

A superb
large specimen tree for the exotic garden. An excellent architectural tree and possibly the most symmetrical in existence!

'Pendula'

A beautiful, slow-growing conifer from the western fringes of North America, first discovered by the plant hunter Menzies at the
end of the 18th century. It is happy growing in a rich, loamy soil in half-shade to full sun but must be kept well watered until it is
established. The arching branches sweep out from the trunk and are draped in masses of vertically hanging branchlets.

A lovely form of the Ginkgo with compact, bushy growth. Ideal as a container plant on the patio where after several years it will
form a stunning leafy specimen tree that is not too large. Ideal if you would like a Ginkgo but do not have very much space - and
much better behaved than a real life Troll as well!

Acer palmatum 'Ariadne'
An almost multi-coloured Japanese maple. The new spring growth is a fantastic mixture of pinks, oranges and yellows all
highlighted by yellow-green veining. The leaves turn a purplish-red for the summer before taking on all manner of oranges, pinks
and reds for the autumn.  At maturity, Ariadne is around 3 metres tall and almost the same width - a spectacular tree.

All of the following cultivars of Japanese maples are available as young plants 1 year from grafting at £9.99; 2 years from grafting at £19.50. Larger sizes of most varieities are
available from £39.50.

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Acer palmatum 'Beni-kawa'
An improved form of the coral barked maple. Beni-kawa has striking orange red stems which in spring and summer are clothed in
delicate fresh green leaves. The autumn colours are rich golds and yellows. A medium sized Japanese maple - proving very hardy
and tolerant of sun and container cultivation.

Acer palmatum 'Beni-tsukasa'
An attractive Japanese maple with small leaves that emerge a bright orangey-red. As they mature through the summer, they take
on shades of pink and red with green undertones. This is an ideal candidate for a container due to its relatively slow growth. Keep
well watered until established, then stand back and admire.

Acer palmatum 'Bloodgood'
A very popular Japanese maple due to its fantastic deep red colour which can sometimes be black red. It has excellent autumn
colour, when it becomes a fiery scarlet. One of the best maples for planting in a sunny position, as it holds its colour better than
some palmatums.  Eventual size around 3 metres, although responds well to pruning if you wish to keep it smaller.

Acer palmatum 
'Dormansland'

This has strong copper coloured spring growth with deeply divided leaves which are heavy in texture. Deep green summer colour
with red undertones turn an intense scarlet in the autumn - earlier than most and very reliable. Wide spreading growth, but not a
large plant.

Acer palmatum 'Harp String'
A very unusual variety, this maple is also known as 'Kinshi', which means 'with golden threads' in Japanese, relating to the very thin
dainty leaves. The fresh green growth becomes a glowing orange red for the autumn. This is an excellent choice for container
cultivation since it forms a tidy, upright tree, never normally growing above 2 metres in height.

Acer palmatum 'Ichigyoji'
A very similar maple in habit to 'Osakazuki' but with thinner textured green foliage. It is very rare in cultivation, but we feel should
be more common! The autumn colour differs to the scarlet red of 'Osakazuki', instead being a bright yellow softly suffused with
orange.

Acer palmatum 'Katsura'
A medium sized maple with strong orange growth in early spring, turning to yellow throughout the summer but retaining orange
edges to the leaves. Makes a lovely specimen tree when the autumn provides a fantastic display of yellows, oranges and reds - one
of our most popular maples.

Acer palmatum 
'Linearilobum'

This maple has deeply divided, linear foliage, with the leaves on the older wood being very fine indeed. The leaves on the older
wood being very fine indeed. The leaves are a bronzy-green in spring turning to a glowing yellow for the autumn. A very pretty,
densely branched, medium sized tree - highly recommended.

Acer palmatum                        
'Little Princess'

An extremely pretty dwarf Japanese maple with bright green leaves edged with red. It will grow reasonably quickly to around 1
metre, but then slows right down, rarely going over 1.5 metres in height. Excellent as a patio plant, where it will slowly mature
into a small, rounded tree.

Acer palmatum                  
'Orange Dream'

A vigorous form with fresh yellow-orange spring growth, turning a limey green for the summer. Suitable for all but the hottest
parts if the garden, where the foliage is liable to scorch in the strong mid-summer sun. Perfect in semi-shade in good rich soil
where it will make a very impressive specimen plant.  Water well until established to ensure a strong, healthy plant.

Acer palmatum 'O-kagami'
A large leaved maple with very dark purple colouration. The leaves turn to a greeny red for the summer before taking on all
shades of scarlet for the autumn. It is a fairly vigorous grower and will reach around 3 metres in 10 years. Even without the leaves
in the winter, there is still some interest from the dark purple stems.

Acer palmatum 'Osakazuki'
A beautiful and well known maple, with bright green deeply lobed leaves turning bright scarlet in autumn. This happens to be one
of the best maples for autumn colour. For best colour, plant in full sun and free draining soil where the tree will look alight during
the autumn months!

Acer palmatum 'Red Shadow'
This is one of our own selections, with excellent dark red foliage which is well retained even in shady positions. It is a very tough,
hardy maple which forms a handsome, open tree of vigorous growth. It is one tof the best maples for autumn colour, turning
many shades of scarlet - particulary pronounced after a few sharp frosts.

Acer palmatum 'Sango Kaku'    
Coral Bark Maple

This is one of our favourtie maples, covered in lush green/yellow leaves during spring and summer which turn a stunning golden
yellow in the autumn. Throughout the winter, the bright red bark can ight up an otherwise bleak garden. Plant in sun to part
shade in a good, rich soil.  Avoid windy sites and very chalky soil.  An old cultivar, but still hard to beat.

Acer palmatum 'Shindeshojo'
A very pretty small Acer with fantastic bright red early spring colour which fades to a lovely blueish-green with tinges of red for
most of the growing season. The tree is covered with bursts of reds and oranges throughout the autumn and makes a spectacular
specimen tree. Eventual height is around 3 metres, but this can be lessened through pruning.
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Acer palmatum 
'Trompenburg'

A fast goriwng and very reliable purple leaved Acer. Left to its own devices, it will keep an open, vase-like shape. Almost
immediately recognised by the fact that the leaves roll under at the edges, giving a claw-like appearance. In the autumn, the tree
looks like it has been covered in a glowing red carpet of leaves.

Acer palmatum 'Ukigumo'
A small maple, also known as Floating Cloud Maple. The small, fresh green leaves are dotted with pink and white forming a dense
plant. Best planted in dappled shade, since the leaves can be prone to scorch if subjected to intense summer sun. Sited in the right
position, this maple looks absolutely stunning.

Acer palmatum 'Villa Taranto'
A lovely and very distinct mape with finely divided leaves, similar to those of 'Linearilobum' which emerge an orangey-red in the
spring, turning to green with red undertones for the summer. This beautiful dome-shaped maple reaches around 3 metres or so in
height, and in the autumn looks spectacular as a wonderful mixture of yellows, oranges and golds.

Acer palmatum 'Yasemin'
This acer has a particularly good colour range - going from deep red in spring, bronze-green in the summer and turning grey-green
in the autumn. It has an upright growth pattern, reaching 3.5 metres after 10 years or so. For best colour plant in a sunny
position and keep well watered until established.

Acer palmatum  dissectum           
'Crimson Queen'

An old favourite amongst the Japanese maples, Crimson Queen has bright red foliage in the spring, followed by greney-red for the
summer. Its finely dissect leaves need some protecion from cold winds and extreme amounts of midsummer sun. When grown in
the right position, it will form a huge mound of delicate leaves which turn bright scaret for the autumn.

Acer palmatum dissectum 
'Filigree'

One of the best green Dissectums with holds its light-green colour well throughout most of the season, soon turning to a mass of
yellows for the autumn. This makes an good container plant and is best sited in semi-shade to avoid scorch from the intense mid-
summer sun. A mature plant has a very striking domed look. Suitable for the smaller garden where it works well next to ponds. 

Acer palmatum dissectum 
'Garnet'

This is a very well known Japanese Maple with finely cut, dark red foliage and cascading branches. It keeps its colour well
throughout the season, but should be positioned in a bright spot as too much shade will reduce its colour. Turns a bright scarlet in
the autumn. Eventual height around 1.5 metres, but is often wider than tall.

Acer palmatum dissectum 
'Inabe-shidare'

An excellent form of red dissectum, very similar to 'Garnet' but more cascading in form and with a more open habit. It is covered
with masses of silky hairs in early spring and retains its dark purple foliage colour throughout the summer before taking on all
manners of red in the autumn.

Acer palmatum dissectum 
'Orangeola'

This maple, introduced in the late 1980's from Oregon, has to be one of the best recent introductions. The finely dissected leaves
are orangey-red when unfolding, turning to brown-red for the summer. The autumn colour is breathtaking - glowing reds and
oranges which last much longer than with some other maples.

Acer palmatum dissectum 
'Sekimori'

This lovely maple has dark green finely dissected leaves clothing the long, pendulous branches. It tends to grow wider than it does
tall, making a spectacular specimen. The autumn colour is of a clear butter-yellow and when the leaves drop, the stems show
amazing white markings on the stem. A stunning maple.

Acer palmatum dissectum 
'Seiryu'

An unusual Japanese maple for the fact that it is the only upright growing dissectum (the others normally having weeping and
cascading growth). In the spring, the leaves appears as a fresh, bright green with tinges of red at their margins. By autumn, the
foliage is suffused with golden yellow and splashes of red - a very attractive maple. Reasonably fast growing, to around 2 metres.

Olives

At Big Plant Nursery, we stock a wide range of olive trees. Our younger trees are sourced from northern Tuscany and the mature olive trees are sourced from Spain. The mature olive trees are often
removed from areas destined for re-development or road-building, for example and are removed under the strict controls of the Spanish government and have not just been dug up from the wild.
Once the olive trees are fairly mature, they have incredible cold tolerance and all of our olive trees are kept outside for the whole season, with no wrapping or molly-coddling! Our winter
temperatures will often drop down below -8 degrees Centigrade and sometimes colder than this. As long as you site your olive tree in free-draining soil and a good, sunny position, it will quite
happily tolerate living outside in the UK! Olive trees are also salt and wind tolerant, making them ideal candidates for the coastal garden. After a good summer, once you have harvested your olive
crop, have a look at our olive preparation recipe on our website, to make sure you get the most from your olive tree!
